Minister’s Message

What do you do
on a Sunday afternoon?

You might wonder why did | not start
with the question: What do you do on a Sunday
morning? Well, | did not, because | know the an-
swer to that one: You all go to church on Sunday
mornings! Therefore, | can skip to a later time in
the day: What do you do on a Sunday afternoon?
When | was a child, my parents took me on summer vacations to Switzerland, and one of our stops was Ge-
neva. The city, situated where the river Rhone exits Lake Geneva, is the home of Calvinism, and therefore one
of the great centers of the Protestant Reformation. On Sunday, October 30, we will celebrate our yearly Refor-
mation Sunday.

One of the leaders of the reformation, John Calvin, was based in Geneva from 1536, the year Genevans
declared themselves Protestant and proclaimed their city a republic, to his death in 1564. Calvin became the
spiritual leader of the city. Geneva was fairly progressive in some ways; it founded, for example, a central-

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today. Life was full of stress for John Calvin, and there were often tensions between him and the city's civil
authorities; he was exiled from the city from 1538 to 1541.

What has this all to do with my question: What do you do on a Sunday afternoon? Well, because of
my visits to Geneva | know what John Calvin did on Sunday afternoons. To deal with his challenges during
OT 1T wbpl 1 OOWEOQEwWUOWUIT T Ul UT wi pOUIT O OwUOPPOEOQWEOEwWI ONOaw
Geneva on Sunday afternoons. After singing some metrical psalms in church on Sunday morning, playing
with the wind, this symbol of the Spirit, being in a boat on the water seemed to be a desirable way to cele-
brate the Sunday afternoon.

We can all follow the example of this spiritual leader of the Reformation on Sunday afternoons, by
doing something that fills us with the Spirit, with the blowing of the wind. For some, this might be going on a
long walk; for others, listening to breathtaking music or hanging out with family and friends; for still others,
reading a good book. Just make sure to carve out some time on Sunday afternoons to enjoy the Goejiven
freedom to relax, renew and replenish your soul. Step in a (imaginary) boat and sail away | it will reform
and transform our faith and it will reaffirm our very being, our lives as a God -given gift. In the words of the
hymn attributed to John Calvin (Presbyterian Hymnal 457, verse 3):
