What Do You Want to Remember on 9/11? 
 

 What do you want to remember on 9/11? At first that seems 

an easily answerable question. And in some ways it is. Many people 

will tell you without hesitation what they want to remember on 

9/11. The blue skies on 9/11/2001. The crumbling towers. The friends 

they lost. The fear they felt. The unity of the country, perceived or 

real. The capture of Bin Laden much later. The selfless sacrifice by 

police officers, EMTs, and paramedics (and countless others). The 

heroes. The jumpers. 

 I have been part of quite a few conversations recently focus-

ing on the question how to remember 9/11, and it has become    

stunningly clear to me that we are incredibly diverse in what we 

want to remember on 9/11. Some want to stick to the tragic events  of the day, when 3,000 people died 

in New York, Pennsylvania and at the Pentagon.  Others want to  focus on the (economic) needs in our 

country today. Some want to hold onto the thought of joy and freedom we live in, such that we can hop 

on a plane and fly wherever we choose to go. Some want to benefit from a beautiful day and smell the 

roses. Again, others want to remember the systemic wrongs in our society that have left African Ameri-

cans and Native Americans in disadvantaged positions for generations. Answering the question of 

what to remember on 9/11, it seems to me, lies deep in the eye of the beholder. 

 I pray that what we want to remember is something life -giving, something that puts 9/11 in the 

past and dares to follow a new path to better relationships, genuine curiosity about the other, and sin-

 What I remember on 9/11 will be the faith that helps me embrace sisters and brothers in need,    

as Jesus called us to do. What I remember will be the love for all people around us, because you never 

know how Jesus shows up next. What I remember will be that we can be instruments of peace on 9/10, 

9/11, 9/12 and any other day.

For the 

year 2011, Covenant's has 301 active members. Of this number, 105 members have paid their per 

capita dues of $28 per member.  As of August 1, our church has a deficit of over $5,500 in per capita 

dues to the Presbytery.  In the past, the church has been able to pay off its annual per capita obliga-

tions.  This year, we may not be as fortunate.   

     The "bottom line" is that the church's income is just over $8,000 short of its expenses.  Please pray 

with me that we can catch up and meet our financial obligations.
